16. School management should not be withholding transfer certificate in terminal classes or in any other

classes for non-payment of fees as it might cause irreparable damage and severely harm the higher

education prospects of the child and pendency of fee payrnent can be separately tracked with the parent

concerned.

"If at all there exists any legitimate claims

against the parents, the school has to move the civil court for realizingthe same, but the future of the

children should not be held to ransom on this score".

17. School management should strictly abide by the NCPCR guidelines that "No child should be

harassed/neglected/discriminated due to any non-agreement or conflict between parents and the

school or other educational institution catering to children till the age of 18 years. Such

disagreements should be addressed only between the parents and school/educational institution

without involving the child in any manner".
